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Methodology
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Launched on 26 November 2007, the Olswang Convergence Consumer Survey 2007, our third annual survey
examining ¢ 0 n s u makitudesoto convergence, was an online survey of 1,793 GB consumers, aged 13 to 55. The
survey was conducted for Olswang by international polling agency YouGov Plc, between 19-29 October 2007. The
figures for the adult respondents (1,539) have been weighted and are representative of the Online GB population,
although responses from those under the age of 18 (254) have not been weighted.
